Head: What day of creation did God create
man and woman?

Heart: What does it mean to be created in
God’s image?

Card #3

Hands: What is something you think you are
good at?

Head: What is one way you are different
than your best friend?

Heart: Can you name a time you
experienced living out God’s purpose for
your life?

Card #4

Hands: Think about Jesus, the Good
Shepherd (Psalm 23, John 10). Name a
favorite characteristic of Jesus as the Good
Shepherd.

Head: What is a way the Good Shepherd
cares for His sheep?

Heart: Can you name a time you felt God’s
comfort?




Card #5

Hands: What is/was your favorite stuffed
animal?

Head: Who is someone you enjoy talking to?

Heart: What is something you long for in
being a part of a community of people?

Card #6

Hands: Who is someone you look up to?

Head: What fruit of the spirit do you see in
the person you look up to? Can you name
all 9 of the fruits of the spirit?

Heart: What fruit of the spirit do you want
to ask the Lord to grow in you?

Card #7

Hands: If you could have a superpower,
what would it be?

Head: Can you name a prayer in the Bible?

Heart: Is there someone you’ve prayed for?
Feel free to share prayer requests with each
other.

Hands: Where were you born?

Head: Name three places you’ve traveled
to.

Heart: What do you think it will be like for
believers to live forever with Jesus?
